Next, visit Wat Pho (Reclining Buddha) ς Possibly the most 
interesting temple in Thailand as it combines history, medical 
science and is a centre for meditation and traditional massage 
training. Founded in 16

th
 century, Wat Pho is most famous for 

the golden reclining Buddha that measures 46 metres and has 
feet inlaid with mother of pearl. Wat Pho has gained 
international recognition as a meditation centre and traditional 
Thai massage that is both practiced and taught here. 
After lunch at a local restaurant, proceed to Wat Arun (Temple 
of Dawn) ς Built during the Ayutthaya period, Wat Arun got its 
name from Aruna, the Indian god of the dawn; hence, 
commonly known as The Temple of Dawn. The location of the 
temple is in the area that used to be occupied by the palace of 
King Taksin who re-established the Siamese Kingdom after the 
fall of Ayuttaya more than 200 years ago. This temple is one of 
the most remarkable visual identities of Bangkok. The imposing 
Khmer-style prang or tower is 67 metres tall surrounded by four 
smaller prangs and decorated with bits of porcelain that was 
used as ballast by boats coming from China. Construction of the 
prangs were started by King Rama II and completed by King 
Rama III. 
 
 
 
 
 

Next, visit the gems and leather factories before you proceed to 
Siam Niramit for your dinner and experience a world-class 
performance of Thai arts and cultural heritage.
